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The Detroit College Promise is a
scholarship program for Detroit
Public School students modeled on
the successful “Kalamazoo Promise”.
Our vision is to assure all of these
students tuition support for college,
and provide a financial incentive for
people to move back into the city and
the Detroit Public School System.

By leveraging existing funding sources
and partnering with organizations
already working within the Detroit
Public Schools, we are changing the
existing perception and culture towards
higher education, and empowering
students to believe that a college
education is attainable.

Through this process we strive to
motivate students, and build their
confidence to take the needed steps
to become college bound starting in
the ninth grade.

What We Do

« Offer tuition scholarships to Detroit
Public School graduates who are
accepted into Michigan public
colleges and universities.

 Create early college awareness.

* Inform students and their parents
about and how to access academic
support and mentoring programs to
help them succeed academically.

* Identify programs that students
may access that will increase their
readiness for college.

* Give students and their families
resources to help plan for college.

* Assist students in the college
application and financial aid process.

* Reward students for their
achievement on the ACT test.

* Provide incentives to parents for

increased involvement in their
children’s academic success.
